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Objectives 
The purpose of this course is to help you achieve a working knowledge of the fundamentals of 
New Testament Greek as preparation for reading and interpreting the Greek New Testament.  
The major objectives for the year long course are to learn a vocabulary of roughly 500 words, to 
learn the basic grammatical forms used in the New Testament, and to learn how the vocabulary 
and grammatical forms function together in the syntax of Greek sentences.  At the end of the 
academic year you should be well prepared to begin reading the Greek New Testament.
