
About Campus Housing
The Harding University Graduate School of Religion staff is happy to assist you with your

campus residential needs and will work to make your stay on campus as pleasant as possible.

Limited housing is available on campus for students: six two-bedroom apartments, 18 one-

bedroom apartments and five two-bedroom townhouses.

Campus housing exists to serve the needs of the enrolled students and their families. For you

to take advantage of this privilege, you must be enrolled in at least six semester hours of

course work for the fall and spring semesters and three semester hours of course work during

the summer semester. Although there is no deadline to apply for housing, you should submit

your reservation form and fee as quickly as possible after deciding to attend the Graduate

School.

For single students, the Graduate School provides basic furniture: twin bed, dresser,

desk/chair, sofa, dinette and bookcase. Married students may request the use of a bookcase

but must provide all other furniture.

For the current rental fees, including damage deposit, see the current catalog. The rental fee

includes all utilities and basic cable television connections.

Housing Priorities
Housing priorities are in place that help the administration make optimum use of the avail-

able housing.  

All housing is assigned by the following guidelines:

1. All housing will be assigned by the date both the Housing Reservation Form and reserva-

tion fee are received in the admissions office. No name will be added to the housing reser-

vation waiting list without the accompanying reservation fee.

2. Single students have first priority for Benson townhouse occupancy. Up to four, but no

fewer than three, single students will share a townhouse.

A. Married students with more than one child will have second priority for Benson upon

availability.

B. Married students with one child will have third priority for Benson upon availability.

C. Married students with no children will have fourth priority for Benson upon availability.

D. Students already living on campus have priority over students wishing to move on 

campus.

3. Married students have first priority for Harding and Brewer occupancy.

A. Married students with children have first priority for two-bedroom apartments in 

Harding and Brewer.

B. Married students with no children have second priority for two-bedroom apartments in

Harding and Brewer.

C. Single students wishing to live alone have third priority for one-bedroom apartments in

Harding and Brewer upon availability and must pay the full rental for that unit.

Housing Policies and Guidelines
Specific policies are in place to ensure your safety and well-being while living on campus and

will be discussed with you when you arrive on campus. Listed below are guidelines about key

issues.

• No pets are allowed on campus except for aquariums and caged birds. 

• Alcoholic beverages, tobacco products and controlled substances are forbidden on campus.

Use of such products will result in disciplinary action.

• As there is no storage space on campus for personal items, students must make arrange-

ments for off-campus storage if necessary.

• The administration reserves the right to ask the student who willfully and habitually breaks

campus housing guidelines to move off campus.

The student has specific rights, which are stated in the current Graduate School Student

Handbook. It is the student’s responsibility to obtain and carefully read the Graduate School

Student Handbook.

Housing Procedure
1. Complete the attached Housing Reservation Form.

2. Send the form and the reservation fee to the housing

supervisor.

3. The housing supervisor will notify you of your hous-

ing assignment and the date your apartment will be

ready for you.

4. Once you arrive on campus, see the housing supervi-

sor to sign the rental agreement and obtain a key.

See the bookkeeper to pay the damage and key

deposits.

5. Move in!

The reservation fee of $80 will
be applied to the first month’s rent, but is refundable if the reservation is cancelled in writing thirty (30)
days before scheduled occupancy date, or if there is no space available at the scheduled date of occupancy.
